Therefore we
support local initiatives by individuals and communities. We connect
volunteer capacities of individuals with activities of local governments,
schools, and companies.

We support the Ladies in White, group of wives
and mothers of Cuban political prisoners, not only financially but also
morally — through personal contacts and publicly displays of solidarity
by well-known personalities in Slovakia and abroad.

We also share our
experience on the EU with young political leaders, the staff of the
Serbian Parliament, and local governments.
