1. SCHOLARSHIPS

1.1. PhD Programme, Trinity College, University of Dublin, Ireland

Field of study: Political Science

1.2. Scholar Rescue Fund Fellowships

Field of study: There are no limits on the disciplines or fields supported.

Scholarship: The Scholar Rescue Fund provides fellowships for established scholars whose lives
and work are threatened in their home countries. These fellowships permit professors, researchers
and other senior academics to find temporary refuge at universities and colleges anywhere in the
world, enabling them to pursue their academic work and to continue to share their knowledge with
students, colleagues, and the community at large. Fellowships are awarded in the form of grants of
up to US $25,000. Most awards require additional financial support from the host institutions or a
third-party source, support is generally equal or greater to the SRF award.

Duration: N/A

Perspective candidates: Professors, established researchers and other senior academics from
any country, field or discipline may qualify. Applications are reviewed for academic qualifications,
the quality/potential of the candidate's work, and the urgency of threats faced.

Closing date for applications: Applications and nominations are accepted at any time throughout
the year, on a rolling basis. Applications will be considered by the SRF Selection Committee at least
three times per year, generally in January, April, and October. Non-emergency applications must
be received at least 4 weeks before a committee meeting in order to be considered. Decisions will
be announced approximately two (2) weeks after each Selection Committee meeting.
