1. Summary of the Project Proposal (max 300 words)

2. Background (max 1 page)

Description of the context in which the project will take place: relevant background information, such as the situation in the area where the project will be implemented, problems and difficulties, potential opportunities, etc. 

3. Target groups and stakeholders

Identify particular target groups and stakeholders of the project. Target groups are individuals, communities or organizations directly affected by the activities of the project and its outputs. Stakeholders are those, who are able to influence (e.g. make decisions or directly act on) the situation (described in the Background) of the target groups and change it.

4. Objectives (max 1 page)

Objectives should address the needs identified in the Background. It may be helpful to distinguish between the actual outputs of the project (short-term objectives) and general outcomes (long-term objectives). They need to be measurable in a qualitative and quantitative way, so they can be verified.

5. Project Activities (max 2 pages)

Activities should be described in detail (e.g. when meetings with relevant stakeholders are planned, describe their position and institutions/organizations they work for, what is the topic of meetings, where and when they will take place, etc; for research - its methodology, etc.).
An important part of activities is the distribution of the outputs of the activities among stakeholders and the wider public. Please note that obligatory output is: policy paper containing a list of concrete policy recommendations for the stakeholders not exceeding 10 pages and its dissemination.
A work plan should be provided, together with a timeline for the project. 
6. Risk Assessment

Assumptions of risks that might influence the project implementation and achievement of its objectives 

7. Applicants Background (max 1 page)

Organization

Particular organization’s qualifications for the proposed project should be described (info about its mission, size, and main project results). 

Individual/Researcher
Individuals should provide CV in which professional qualifications, experience, previously conducted researches and published articles should be stated.
